First
stop will be the headquarters of John Force Racing, including a possible audience with the
king of nitro funny car racing, the legendary John Force himself! Opportunities to
purchase collectibles and soak up the history of a true icon of the quarter-mile sport.
Then it’s off to another auto performance historic landmark in the shape of the Justice
Brothers Racing Museum. Here there are all manner of displays and memorabilia
showcasing the history of drag racing and speedway.
